Directions:

Trace and cut out the branches. Use ahold punch asindicated in the diagram. Be sureto
punch each branch before assembly.

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Step One:

Trace the branches on background and texture paper and cut them out. Fold each end and
staple. Punch holes.

Step Two:

Hereisthetree skeleton. Usea¥%zinch dowel and insert into a 3"x3" square base.
The length will depend on the size and number of branches you chose to use. | start with
an 18" dowel and trim to size when | am done assembling tree.

Step 3:

Build the tree by adding the branches one by one! Add the star and ribbon to finish tree!
